In case the number of entries exceeds the maximum capacity, the 
participants will be determined by draw on Monday March 30th 2026 
at 18h15 in accordance with KBKF/FRBPA competition regulations. 
 

The draw to select the rejected entries will be random within the A-
skater entries, regardless of the category. If this draw is insufficient, 
the draw will continue within the Adult categories.
