The teams must belong to an ISU Member (Rule 130, paragraph 7), the ages
must be within the limits specified in Rule 108, paragraph 3. All skaters must
qualify with regard to eligibility according to Rule 102 and participation and
citizenship requirements according to Rule 109. (this for all categories).

As for the free program of juvenile and mixed age, they must at least contain
the following:

Juvenile: 1 block—1 circle—1 intersection—1 line—1 wheel—1 CE or COM-
BINED

Mixed age and adult: ADV. NOVICE requirements (vaults are permitted)

The final results will be determined according to the ISU Special regulations
and Technical rules synchronized skating 2014.
