GENERAL RULES 

 The Winter-cup 2016 will be conducted in accordance with the ISU Constitution, ISU 

General Regulations 2016 and Special Regulations & Technical Rules for Synchronized 

Skating 2016 as well as all applicable ISU Communications. The teams must belong to an 

ISU Member (Rule 130, paragraph 7), the ages must be within the limits specified in Rule 

108, paragraph 3. All skaters must qualify with regard to eligibility according to Rule 102 

and participation and citizenship requirements according to Rule 109. (this for all 

categories). 

The final results will be determined according to the ISU Special regulations and Technical 

rules synchronized skating 2016.
